Middle School Golf League

Golf Rules

1. Golf teams consist of 8 players to make up 2 groups. You can golf with 6 players to make up two, 3 person teams.  If one school is only able to field one group, the other school may take the best score from the two groups to enter as team’s score.

2. Scoring- Format is a 4 person scramble.  Scramble rules apply in all situations.  A team’s total score will be decided by adding both foursome’s scores together.  The team with the lowest total score is the winner of the match.

3. Players will be playing 9 holes.  Girls are allowed to hit from the first set of tees in the tee box if they wish.  Others players will hit from the second set of tees in the tee box.  If both teams agree, teams can hit from the front tees on a long course (i.e. Redhawk or Temecula Creek Inn).

4. In the event that a match needs to be called because of darkness, the last two groups score will be taken from the last hole that the last group played before getting too dark.  For instance if the last group can only play through hole 7, the group before will only count their score through hole 7.

5. Players are not allowed to be coached during the match (per CIF rules).  Due to golf course regulations, parents are not allowed to walk with their players.

6. Players must wear proper golf attire and follow golf etiquette at all times. Players must be able to carry their own clubs and walk the course.  Push carts are allowed. No riding in carts.

7. If there are discrepancies or any question, refer to the rules of golf.
